Here’s the  
best part, 100% of every returned cartridge is 
reused or recycled.

How to recycle your genuine Canon

1) If you haven’t received a returns 
envelope with your order, you can print 
the freepost label available on our website 
and stick it on your parcel

2) Place your used acceptable genuine 
Canon cartridges inside the parcel (we 
accept over 276 Canon inks)

3) Place the parcel in the post
